Introduction

Once you have turned on the smart board and computer, you will see a normal computer desktop with this toolbar:
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This is the sketchbook, probably the most helpful tool
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This let’s you record a screen session; very helpful 
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This plays recorded movies
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This is the window shade. It hides all or part of the screen
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This is the floating toolbar. Very helpful
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This configures and set’s up your smartboard
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This is the help center. Pretty straight forward 




This customizes the look and behavior of the start center

Using the notebook
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The notebook is one of the best tools you can use with the smartboard.  It is designed to be used with a smart board and you can do all sorts of cool things with it. 
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Using the tools
















You can have many different pages in a notebook. This is where you keep your pages organized.





There are hundreds of cool graphics and clip art here. Simply drill down to the graphic you want and either double click it or drag it to the notebook





The attachments tab lets you add attachments such as hyperlinks, movies, and other media files.





The area capture tools captures an area of the screen and puts it onto the notebook. 





The cursor tool lets us select things as if we were using a mouse.  Right clicking is a special case. 





The marker tool turns the active tool into a marker. Double clicking this icon lets you change preferences. 





This is the highlighter.  Double clicking this icon lets you change preferences. 





This is the undo tool. It only un-does whatever is in the notebook (not in Word or Powerpoint) 





This is the eraser.  Double clicking this icon lets you change preferences. 








Clicking or touching this icon makes the next icon behave like a right click.
